November 1920 pogrom led by % Butak-Batachowicz (6aHabl bynak-banaxosiva) “gang” killed
18 “people”
Orphanage opens in 1928
In 1936, a folk choir is formed and becomes widely known
“Belorussian Patriotic War”
o April 1943 guerrillas defeat the stronghold that the Germans created in the town. Fighting
around the village killed 312 soldiers, who were burried in a mass grave.
o 188 Yurevichi residents killed on the front lines and partisan struggle. An obelisk
memorial erected in 1967.

 Bakunenka (BakyHeHka) - Estate owner who owned 3590 desyatina (a3ecsuiHa 3amni)” and
horse-powered grain mill

e Late 1800s: Farming, trading of crafts including pottery
o Askerko was a major landlord with serfs working on his estate

o Town: 40 shops (naBak), 4 tanneries (MaCTapHi Na anpawuoyubl CKypbl), 2 taverns
(Kap4mbl)

o Village: Postal telegraph office, pharmacy, bakery or bread store (xneba3anacHbi
MmarasiH), 2 windmills (BeTpaki), horse farm (KoHHbI MibIH) and tavern (kap4ma). A farm
named Yurovichi was nearby.
